Amidah 

 אֲדֹנָי שְׂפָתַי תִּפְתַּח וּפִי יַגִּיד תְּהִלָּתֶ�
Adonai, open up my lips, that my mouth may declare Your praise. 

 

 

The  ַהידָ מִ ע  is a collection of 19 blessings.  The first three blessings:  ָת, הוֹמָּ אִ וְ  תבוֹא
השָּׁ דֻ ת, קְ רוֹבוּגְּ   are blessings praising God.  The next 13 blessings are all requests, 

asking God for something.  The final three blessings, including  ִּםלוֹת שָׁ כַ רְ ב , are prayers 
for peace.  There is also space for a silent meditation, or silent prayer, at the end of the 19 
blessings. 

The word  ַהידָ מִ ע  means standing.  This collection of prayers is also called  ְּהילָ פִ ת  

(prayer) or  ְׁירֵ שְׂ עֶ  הנֶ מוֹש  (eighteen).   

On Shabbat, there are only 7 blessings in the עמידה.  The first three and last three blessings 
remain the same while the middle 13 blessings are removed and an additional blessing of praise 
for Shabbat is added in their place.
